The Town of Mount Airy is going to be conducting a tree-planting on Saturday, November 3, 2007 Village Gate Park.  The Town is partnering with the Department of Natural Resources Forestry Department and the Frederick County Division of Public Works for this project. Monocacy and Catoctin Watershed Alliance members including the Audubon Society of Central Maryland are also involved.

This planting project will help plant 109 native trees and shrubs in Village Gate Park. Bring gloves, a shovel, water and a bag lunch. Wheelbarrows or garden carts will assist in spreading mulch if you have either handy. Learn about native trees and shrubs and other ways that you can help improve the health of our streams.

Tree plantings add to the aesthetic environment of the area, but also play a large part in protecting the water quality of the Town.  Water quality is highly important in an area that derives its main drinking water supply from ground water sources. The additional planting may also assist in providing more protected water "recharge area" for our public wells in this vicinity.
